CELINA INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL QUICK GUIDE

SCHOOL HOURS 
· School hours are from 8:00am to 3:10pm. Doors open at 7:35am.
· 3rd and 4th graders report to the gym.
· 5th graders report to the cafeteria.
· Students are dismissed to classrooms at 7:50am. If a student arrives at 8:05am or after, they will be tardy and must be issued a tardy slip before entering the classroom.
· Morning Drop-off can use either entrance. Afternoon Dismissal – 3rd graders will be dismissed at the front entrance. 4th and 5th graders will be dismissed at the gym entrance.
· Malone Street is barricaded from 7:20am to 8:00am and again from 2:45-3:30pm.

ATTENDANCE/ MAKE-UP WORK/ RELEASE OF STUDENTS  
· State Law requires that a student be in attendance 90% of the school year. Students not in compliance will be referred to an attendance committee.
· Absences – Student must bring a note signed by the parent/guardian or a medical office upon returning to school after an absence.   
· Make-up work – Any requests for make-up work need to be made before 9:00am.  Any work that the student has missed will be ready for pick-up between 2:30-3:30pm.
· Release of Student – Individuals who are listed on the student’s emergency form may only sign out a student.  Students will be dismissed as indicated unless the homeroom teacher has been notified of a change with a note from the parent/guardian.

DISCIPLINE/DRESS CODE/ CELL PHONE/ ELECTRONICS/TRANSPORTATION
· For learning to take place, an orderly educational climate must be maintained.  Effective discipline requires teamwork between parents, teachers, and students.  Please see the Code of Conduct and the Student Handbook located on our website.
· Bus safety – Bus rules and regulations are in place to ensure the safety of all students. Violation of bus rules can result in loss of bus privileges. All Celina ISD buses are equipped with cameras and audio capabilities.  Administration and the transportation department monitor all tapes.
· Dress Code is an established guideline to ensure a clean-cut and well-groomed appearance for all students who represent our schools and community. Any hairstyle or clothing selection deemed inappropriate, in the judgment of the principal will not be allowed.  This is to prevent distractions or safety hazards to the educational setting. Consequences to violations of the dress/hair policy are listed in the Student Handbook.
· Examples of violations to the dress/hair policy are as follows; Mohawk style haircuts, designs in the hair, unnatural hair color/extensions or feathers in hair, sagging pants, spaghetti straps/halter tops, or holes in clothing. See Code of Conduct and the Student Handbook for further details.  Additional guidelines may be set during the school year as deemed appropriate.
· Cell phones – Usage of cell phones are not allowed (including texting) during school hours.  Cell phones need to be turned off and out of sight during the school day.  Students are not allowed to bring electronic devices to school such as games, IPods, Mp3 players, cameras, radios, and/or video players without the permission from the school principal or principal designee.
MEDICINE AT SCHOOL
· Any student that must take prescription or non-prescription medicine during the school day must bring a written request from his/her parent.  Medicine must be in properly labeled container and given to school nurse.  The school nurse will dispense the medicine to the student.

NEWSLETTER
· A copy of the newsletter will go home with all students every Thursday for the following week’s activities. The newsletter is posted to the school website weekly.

PARENT PORTAL/SCHOOL PLANNERS
· Parents can monitor student’s grades and attendance through the CISD website. Login and password are required.
· Student planners will be issued to all Celina Intermediate students to record assignments and monitor behavior.  Planners must be signed by parent/guardian every Thursday.  If a student loses his/her planner, a fee of 5.00 will be assessed before a replacement is given.

VISITORS/ SCHOOL CELEBRATIONS
· All visitors must register at the front office by signing in and acquiring a badge for safety precautions.  If joining your child for lunch, please sit at designated tables in the cafeteria.  You may bring outside food for your child only.
· Celina Intermediate allows two parties per year. (One in December and another in Spring)
· Halloween – Students are encouraged to wear a school-approved costume to participate in the Boo Parade. Valentine’s Day – Students will be allowed to exchange Valentines during homeroom.  No class parties will be scheduled for Halloween or Valentines’ celebrations.
· Spirit Days – Every Friday students are encouraged to wear orange and white in support of the Bobcats and Ladycats.
